group times based on the Session curriculum.
e Collaborate with the program coordinator to create
meaningful and engaging camper programming.
e Work with co-counsellors to evaluate camper dynamics
and actively respond to camper needs.
e Accountability to the camp directors.
e Other program duties as assigned by the directors.
